Tri-City Flyers (TCF) 
Seguin Auxiliary Air Field 

Flying Site Rules   
Access to the field is through the gate, between the elevated water tank and the Fire Station building. The gate is to remain closed at all 
times except when entering or exiting. A coded keypad is used to control access. Contact a club officer for the current access code or 
combination. 
 

A. GENERAL FLYING RULES  
1. ALL FLYERS MUST BE CURRENT AMA MEMBERS . 
2. Guests  must be accompanied by their TCF sponsor at all times.  When the sponsoring member leaves, the associated 

guests must also leave unless another TCF member accepts sponsorship responsibility.  
3. Guests are allowed to fly on 2 occasions (in total) during a calendar year, other than at AMA sanctioned events. 
4. DO NOT give out the gate code to non-club members.  
5. The AMA National Model Aircraft Safety Code will be  followed at all times including specialized supple ments, as 

applicable.   
6. Call Randolph Base Operations prior to flying. Phone: 210-652-1861. Their hours of operation are: Weekdays, Monday - 

Fridays 6:00 am - 7:00 pm and Sundays 2:00 pm - 5:00 pm. 
7. For safety, no one will fly alone.   
8. NO Radio Control (RC) Free Flight (FF) or Control Line (CL) flying during military training activities at the airfield.  
9. During AMA sanctioned events, it is up to the event CD to allow other non-event activities to take place. 
10. NO flying, parking or driving on the main, active runway used for military jet operations.  
11. Keep the aux field area clean; remove all aircraft wreckage and all trash before departing the field.  
12. The last club member out, FF or RC, shall call Randolph Base Operations at 210-652-1861 and advise them that the 

Seguin Air Field is secure.  
13. DO NOT CALL RANDOLPH AFB for gate problems or if you cannot get into the field.  Report gate malfunctions, or other 

irregularities, to the TCF Air Force Liaison officer.    

B. RADIO CONTROL RULES  
1. The RC Flight Line is located on the north-south runway, about 500 feet north of the east-west and north-

south runways intersection. The Flight Line should be relocated to the east-west runway, at 500 feet east of 
the same intersection, when predominant winds are East/West.  

2. The parking and spectator area will be a minimum of 80 feet from the model runway. Spectators will be 
advised to remain in the parking and spectator area for their safety.  

3. All flying and traffic patterns will be flown away from the parking, spectator and pit area. Flying will take place 
on the flight line side of the White line that extends parallel to the model runway in front of the pilot boxes. 
Start up will be at the Yellow line (Ready area). 

4. DO NOT fly over the homes located directly west of the airfield boundary fence; all flying will be conducted 
within the airfield boundaries.  

5. The Frequency Control Board will be used and the AMA/club rules posted before flying begins. The first flyer 
to arrive will take the responsibility for setting up the frequency control board and rules board.  The last flyer 
to leave will return the boards to the storage box.  The combination to the storage box is: 0850.  

6. DO NOT TURN ON TRANSMITTERS until the appropriate frequency slot on the frequency control board has 
the user’s current AMA card in it, or until the appropriate flight event frequency control requirements are met, 
as set up by the event coordinator/contest director.    

7. Engine run-up outside of the pit area should be limited to that required for a safe flight. Watch your prop/jet 
wash.  

8. TAKE-OFF will not be made from any area other than the model runway area.   
9. DO NOT TAXI INTO THE PIT AREA.  Engines will be shut down before reaching the Ready Line.  
10. Only Four aircraft will be flown at the same time under normal circumstances.  Consideration should be given 

to new/student pilots and jet powered model aircraft.  
11. Mufflers are required on .15 cubic inch or larger displacement engines when flown from the RC Flight Line.  

C. FREE FLIGHT RULES  
1. Free Flight operations area will be setup so as not to interfere with the RC Flight Line.  
2. Use of cars for model retrieval will be limited to hard surfaces, excluding the main, active runway used for 

military jet operations. Motorbikes are allowed off-road. All bike riders must wear approved protective 
helmets as described in AMA rules and/or Texas state standards.  

3. Use caution when crossing the RC Flight Line .  
D. EMERGENCIES  

1. Call 911 for all emergency services. You are in Guadalupe County, at the Seguin Auxiliary Air Field, and your 
GPS coordinates are 29° 34.197’N by 97° 54.808’W  

2. The nearest Emergency Room is at the Guadalupe Valley Hospital: located at 1215 East Court Street, also 
known as U.S. Highway 90A. The hospital is about 2.5 miles west of the Seguin Auxiliary Field along U.S. 
Highway 90A and is on the south side of the street (left side, traveling from the airfield).  

3. In the event of an emergency that might be of interest to the USAF, contact the TCF Air Force Liaison officer.

Flying Site Rules 
 

1. ALL FLYERS MUST BE CURRENT AMA.  
2. Guests  must be accompanied by their Tri-City Sponsor at all times.  When the sponsoring member leaves, the 

associated guests must also leave unless another TCF member accepts sponsorship responsibility.  
3. Guests are allowed to fly on 2 occasions (in total) during a calendar year, other than at AMA sanctioned events. 
4. The AMA National Model Aircraft Safety Code will  be followed at all times including specialized sup plements, 

as applicable. 
5. The airfield is an active, private airfield where full scale aircraft have the right of way at all times.  Therefore, all RC 

Pilots must have an observer (or spotter) to watch for Full Scale Aircraft.  Land ASAP when Full Scale Aircraft are 
preparing to take-off or land. 

6. For safety, no one will fly alone.  
7. NO flying  when Full Scale activities are scheduled or in progress. 
8. NO flying  when the Model Rocket activities are scheduled or in progress. 
9. The Frequency Control Board and/or frequency pins will be used. 
10. Call 9-1-1 for all emergency services. You are in Guadalupe County at the Kingsbury Aerodrome and your GPS 

coordinates are  
29° 38.062N by 97° 48.660W 

11. The R/C Flight Line is located on the north-south line parallel to the Full Scale runway and extends in both (N/S) 
directions to infinity in such a way as no flying shall be done over any buildings, the pits or pavilion at any time. 

12. The parking and spectator area will be on the pavilion side of the steel pipe, barrier fence. Spectators will be advised 
to remain in the parking and spectator area for their safety.  

13. DO NOT TURN ON TRANSMITTERS until the appropriate frequency slot on the frequency control board has the 
user’s current AMA card in it, or the appropriate flight event frequency control requirements are met as set up by the 
event coordinator/contest director.   

14. No engine start or run-up in the pit area. The pit area is the first 25 feet from the spectator line. 
15. Engine run-up in the ready area should be limited to that required for a safe flight.  Watch your prop/jet wash. 
16. TAKE-OFF will not be made from any area other than the model runway area. 
17. DO NOT TAXI INTO THE PIT AREA.  Engines will be shut down at least 75 feet from the barrier fence. 
18. Up to four aircraft can be flown at the same time, under normal circumstances.  Consideration should be given to 

new/student pilots and jet powered model aircraft. 
19. Mufflers are required for .15 cubic inch or larger displacement engines when flown on RC aircraft. 
20. Keep the area clean.  Pick up all your trash/aircraft wreckage and dispose of it in the local barrels or take it home 

with you. 
21. If barrels have trash in them please empty into container by building hanger every Sunday afternoon. 
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Academy of Model Aeronautics 
National Model Aircraft Safety Code 

Effective January 1, 2006 
GENERAL 

1. A model aircraft shall be defined as a non-human-carrying device capable of sustained flight in the atmosphere. It shall not exceed limitations established 
in this code and is intended to be used exclusively for recreational or competition activity. 
2. The maximum takeoff weight of a model aircraft, including fuel, is 55 pounds, except for those flown under the AMA Experimental Aircraft Rules. 
3. I will abide by this Safety Code and all rules established for the flying site I use. I will not willfully fly my model aircraft in a reckless and/or 
dangerous manner. 
4. I will not fly my model aircraft in sanctioned events, air shows, or model demonstrations until it has been proven airworthy. 
5. I will not fly my model aircraft higher than approximately 400 feet above ground level, when within three (3) miles of an airport without notifying the airport 
operator. I will yield the right-of-way and avoid flying in the proximity of full-scale aircraft, utilizing a spotter when appropriate. 
6. I will not fly my model aircraft unless it is identified with my name and address, or AMA number, inside or affixed to the outside of the model aircraft. This 
does not apply to model aircraft flown indoors. 
7. I will not operate model aircraft with metal-blade propellers or with gaseous boosts (other than air), nor will I operate model aircraft with fuels containing 
tetranitromethane or hydrazine. 
8. I will not operate model aircraft carrying pyrotechnic devices which explode or  burn, or any device, which propels a projectile of any kind. Exceptions 
include Free Flight fuses or devices that burn producing smoke and are securely attached to the model aircraft during flight. Rocket motors up to a G-series 
size may be used, provided they remain firmly attached to the model aircraft during flight. Model rockets may be flown in accordance with the National Model 
Rocketry Safety Code; however, they may not be launched from model aircraft. Officially designated AMA Air Show Teams (AST) are authorized to use 
devices and practices as defined within the Air Show Advisory Committee Document. 
9. I will not operate my model aircraft while under the influence of alcohol or within eight (8) hours of having consumed alcohol. 
10. I will not operate my model aircraft while using any drug which could adversely affect my ability to safely control my model aircraft. 
11. Children under six (6) years old are only allowed on a flightline or in a flight area as a pilot or while under flight instruction. 
12. When and where required by rule, helmets must be properly worn and fastened. They must be OSHA, DOT, ANSI, SNELL or NOCSAE 
approved or comply with comparable standards. 
 

RADIO CONTROL 
1. All model flying shall be conducted in a manner to avoid over flight of unprotected people. 
2. I will have completed a successful radio equipment ground-range check before the first flight of a new or repaired model aircraft. 
3. I will not fly my model aircraft in the presence of spectators until I become a proficient flier, unless I am assisted by an experienced pilot. 
4. At all flying sites a safety  line or lines  must be established, in front of which all flying takes place. Only personnel associated with flying the model aircraft 
are allowed at or in front of the safety  line. In the case of airshows demonstrations a straight safety  line must be established. An safety  area away from the 
safety  line must be maintained for spectators. Intentional flying behind the line is prohibited. 
5. I will operate my model aircraft using only radio-control frequencies currently allowed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). Only individuals 
properly licensed by the FCC are authorized to operate equipment on Amateur Band frequencies. 
6. I will not knowingly operate my model aircraft within three (3) miles of any preexisting flying site without a frequency-management agreement. A 
frequency-management agreement may be an allocation of frequencies for each site, a day-use agreement between sites, or testing which determines that 
no interference exists. A frequency-management agreement may exist between two or more AMA chartered clubs, AMA clubs and individual AMA members, 
or individual AMA members. Frequency-management agreements, including an interference test report if the agreement indicates no interference exists, will 
be signed by all parties and copies provided to AMA Headquarters. 
7. With the exception of events flown under official AMA rules, excluding take off and landing , no powered model may be flown outdoors closer than 25 
feet to any individual, except for the pilot and the pilot’s helper(s)  located at the flightline. 
8. Under no circumstances may a pilot or other person touch a model aircraft in flight while it is still under power, except to divert it from striking an individual. 
9. Radio-controlled night flying is limited to low-performance model aircraft (less than 100 mph). The model aircraft must be equipped with alighting system 
which clearly defines the aircraft's attitude and direction at all times. 
10. The operator of a radio-controlled model aircraft shall control it during the entire flight, maintaining visual contact without enhancement other than by 
corrective lenses that are prescribed for the pilot. No model aircraft shall be equipped with devices which allow it to be flown to a selected location which is 
beyond the visual range of the pilot. 
 

FREE FLIGHT 
1. I will not launch my model aircraft unless I am at least 100 feet downwind of spectators and automobile parking. 
2. I will not fly my model aircraft unless the launch area is clear of all individuals except my mechanic, officials, and other fliers. 
3. I will use an effective device to extinguish any fuse on the model aircraft after the fuse has completed its function. 
 

CONTROL LINE 
1. I will subject my complete control system (including the safety thong where applicable) to an inspection and pull test prior to flying. The pull test will be in 
accordance with the current for the applicable model aircraft category. Model aircraft not fitting a specific 
category shall use those pull-test requirements as indicated for Control Line Precision Aerobatics. 
2. I will ensure that my flying area is clear of all utility wires or poles and I will not fly a model aircraft closer than 50 feet to any above-ground electric utility 
lines. 
3. I will ensure that my flying area is clear of all nonessential participants and spectators before permitting my engine to be started.

TRI-CITY FLYERS CONSTITUTION 
(Current - September 2007) 

 
ARTICLE I 

NAME, AUTHORITY AND DEFINITIONS 
SECTION 1. Name.  The name of the organization will be the Tri-City Flyers.  It is a type 

three Organization. 
 
SECTION 2.  Authority. Authority for the creation of this private organization will operate 

on Randolph Air Force Base only with the written permission of the 
installation commander.  The organization is not a non-appropriated fund 
instrumentality, nor is it entitled to the privileges and immunities of the Federal 
Government.  Operation is contingent on the compliance with requirements 
and conditions of all applicable U. S. Air Force regulations. 

 
SECTION 3.  Definitions.  Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA).  The official governing 

body for Model Aviation in the United States, a self-supporting, non-profit 
organization whose purpose is to promote development of model aviation as a 
recognized sport and a worthwhile recreational and educational activity for all 
Americans. 

 
ARTICLE II 

PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES 
SECTION 1.  The purpose and objectives of the Tri-City Flyers shall be to promote model 

building and flying, and to aid insofar as possible the national program of the 
Academy of Model Aeronautics and other AMA activates, with emphasis 
toward the continual advancement of model aviation. 

 
ARTICLE III 
MEMBERSHIP 

SECTION 1.  All persons regardless of race, sex, or creed are eligible for membership in the 
Tri-City Flyers provided they meet the qualifications by this club and posses a 
valid AMA sporting license. 

 
SECTION 2.  Procedure for Membership: 
  

a. When a prospective member attends a regular club meeting, he/she will 
be given an opportunity to explain his/her background in the hobby and 
what his/her contribution will be to the club. 

b. The President will open the meeting for a discussion followed by a vote 
of the members present. 

c. Membership acceptance is by a two-thirds vote of the members present 
at the meeting. 

d. The club president will designate a sponsor for the new member. 



e. The sponsor will assist the new member in completing the necessary 
paperwork for membership and insure the member has a copy of the 
constitution and bylaws and flying rules. 

f. The new member will attend a “New Member Field Orientation” after 
the completion of the regular meeting or prior to flying at any of the club 
flying sites. 

g. Exception to the attendance requirement will be based on prospects 
inability to attend a club meeting due to such things as work or distance 
of prospect’s residence from the club meeting site.  The designated 
sponsor will act on the prospective member’s behalf to insure all the 
requirements are met. 

 
 

SECTION 3.  All members of the Tri-City Flyers must be members of the Academy of 
Model Aeronautics and hold a valid sporting license. 

 
SECTION 4.  Any club member flagrantly violating club safety directives three times will be 

recommended for immediate dismissal. This action will be taken by the 
executive committee; a two-thirds membership vote is required to complete the 
action.  

 
SECTION 5.  Members who leave the local area for more than one year and then return may 

reinstate their membership at any time as long as they remain qualified. 
 

ARTICLE IV 
DUES 

 
SECTION 1.  Membership of an adult member of a family, 18 years or older, entitles all 

members of the immediate family to club membership without payment of any 
additional dues. However, to actively participate in flying, the family member 
must possess a valid AMA sporting license. 

 
SECTION 2.  TCF club membership year is January 1 to December 31. Dues for members 

under 18 years or over 65 years by 1 January shall be $25.00 per year. All 
other members shall be $50.00. Dues are due and payable at the December 
meeting and become “Past due” at the conclusion of the January meeting. 
Members who have not paid by this time will be dropped from the 
membership roster and may not use club facilities. New members who join 
after June 1 in any year will pay one-half of the regular dues. See SECTION 4 
for re-instatement fees. 

 
SECTION 3. Dues will not be raised nor special assessments be levied upon the club 

members without a two-thirds majority vote of the membership roster 
 



SECTION 4.  A $25 re-instatement fee will be added to any individuals’ membership fee 
whose   membership has lapsed. If membership is not re-instated by the next 
club annual dues date the initiation fee will be added to membership costs. The 
re-instatement fee would not apply to individuals re-joining under SECTION 5 
of ARTICLE 3. 

 
SECTION 5.  NEW club members will be charged a one time initiation fee of $50. AMA 

“Junior” members will have this fee waived. 
 

ARTICLE V 
OFFICERS 

SECTION 1. The club shall have five officers who shall be selected from the membership 
roster.  These officers shall be President, Vice-President, a Secretary, a 
Treasurer and Safety Officer and will hold office for one year beginning in 
January.  

 
SECTION 2. The five officers of the club shall make up the Executive Committee and shall 

have complete charge of all club affairs.  In case of a vacancy in the 
committee, a substitute member, chosen from the membership, shall be 
appointed by the Executive Committee to fill the position until the next 
election. 

 
ARICLE VI 

DUTIES OF OFFICERS 
SECTION 1. President.  The President shall preside at the meetings of the Executive 

Committee, regular monthly meetings of the club, and all special meetings of 
the club.  He shall act as spokesman for the club in all matters pertaining to the 
club. 

 
SECTION 2. Vice-President.  The Vice-President shall act for the President in all matters 

when the President in unable to serve. 
 
SECTION 3. Treasurer.  The Treasurer shall have custody of the funds and securities of the 

club.  The financial records will be established on a fiscal year beginning 1 
January. He shall endorse checks on behalf of the club for deposit in the bank 
of his choice.  The balance in the club checking account shall be sufficient to 
conduct normal business.  Whenever required by the Executive Committee, 
render a statement of the club accounts. He shall enter regularly in the books of 
the club, to be kept by him for that purpose, a full and accurate account of all 
monies received by him and paid by him on the account of the club. He or the 
President shall sign all checks on behalf of the club. He shall exhibit his books 
and accounts to the auditing committee. He shall inform the Executive 
Committee of all delinquent accounts. He shall perform all acts incident to the 
position of Treasurer, subject to the control of the Executive Committee. 

 



SECTION 4. Secretary.  The Secretary shall have custody of and keep the records of the 
club. He shall keep a roster of the club members. He shall keep a record of 
minutes of each meeting. He shall perform all other duties usually pertaining to 
his office. 

 
SECTION 5. Safety Officer(s).  The Safety Officer(s) shall enforce the club model aircraft 

flying rules and provide guidance when a safety problem becomes evident, 
shall promote the safe flying of model aircraft at all times at the club flying 
site. He/She/They will promote the AMA Safety Code as guidance for flying 
model aircraft at club sponsored events and at the club flying site. He/She/They 
shall promote the safety and welfare of club members and their guests while 
flying model aircraft at the club flying site, and will assist the contest 
director(s) with safety issues during club sponsored contests. 

 
SECTION 6. Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee shall, at least thirty (30) days 

before the December regular meeting, appoint a finance committee of three (3) 
members, not members of the Executive Committee, who shall audit the 
Treasurer’s books, and file its report with the Secretary, to be read at the 
December regular meeting. 

 
ARTICLE VII 

ELECTION OF OFFICERS / VOTING 
SECTION 1. Nominations for the election of officers shall be made by a nominating 

committee appointed by the Executive Committee. This procedure, however, 
shall not preclude nominations from the floor at the election meeting. 

 
SECTION 2. At the October regular meeting the nominating committee shall collect from 

each member a slate of officers. This shall aid the committee in making their 
nominations for officers. At the November regular meeting, the nominating 
committee shall announce two persons to be nominated to each of the five 
offices. 

 
SECTION 3. The election of officers shall be the last order of business at the December 

regular meeting. The nominations of the Nominating Committee shall be made 
first and then the nominations opened to the floor. Voting shall be made by 
secret ballot. 

 
SECTION 4. The newly elected officers shall be installed at the January regular meeting as 

the first order of business and shall preside for one year in the office to which 
elected. 

 
SECTION 5. An elected official may, at any time, resign from office for any reason he or 

she deems necessary; i.e., PCS, failing health, conflicts of interest, 
personal/business problems, etc. The resignation will be presented verbally or 
in writing to the general membership at a regular club meeting (a vote is not 



required in this situation). However, any elected officer may be removed from 
office for dishonesty, failure to competently discharge his/her duties, or general 
misconduct. Should this occur, a written petition signed by a simple majority 
(51%) of the total membership is necessary to complete the removal action (the 
removal vote will normally be taken at the next monthly membership meeting). 
The remaining members of the Executive Committee sill designate a substitute 
from the membership roster to fill the vacancy until regular elections are held. 
The approval of the selectee requires a two-thirds majority vote of the 
membership present at that particular meeting. 

 
ARTICLE VIII 

MEETINGS 
SECTION 1. Executive Committee Meetings. Special meeting for Executive Committee 

may be held on the call of the President. Notice of which may be verbal or in 
writing. A minimum of three members is required to constitute a quorum for 
voting. 

 
SECTION 2. Regular Club Meetings. The monthly meetings of the club shall be at a time 

and place designated by the Executive Committee. Special meetings of the club 
shall be called by the Executive Committee within twenty days upon demand 
represented by a petition in writing subscribed by twenty-five percent (25%) of 
the club members. Notice of special meetings shall be mailed by the Secretary 
to all club members at least nine (9) days before the date of such meeting. 

 
SECTION 3. Voting. A two-thirds majority vote of the members present at the meeting will 

be required to pass on matters requested by any member. Any member may 
vote by proxy on any matter through and office of the club. All voting will be 
the show of hands unless secret ballot is requested by the member. Voting for 
election of officers shall be by secret ballot. 

 
SECTION 4. Parliamentary Procedure. The rules contained in the last edition of Robert’s 

Rules of Order shall govern the club meetings in all cases not covered by the 
constitution. 

 
ARTICLE IX 
INSURANCE 

SECTION 1. The Tri-City Flyers is and shall remain an Academy of Model Aeronautics 
chartered club. All members shall maintain AMA membership and so will be 
covered by AMA’s liability insurance. 

 
ARTICLE X 
LIABILITY 

SECTION 1. Club Obligations.  If an individual member obligates the club, the obligation 
should be for the sole use and benefit of the club. If such benefit is solely for 



the use and benefit of the individual member, the member himself/herself will 
be held liable to the obligation. 

 
SECTION 2. Insolvency. In the event that club assets are insufficient to discharge club 

liabilities, each member will be liable for an equal share of said liability. 
 

ARTICLE XI 
DISSOLUTION 

SECTION 1. Club assets will be liquidated and monies used to clear club liabilities. All 
monies and/or properties left over will be equally divided among members. If 
club assets do not cover liabilities, Article X, Section 2 will be enforced. 
Neither the United States nor any non-appropriated fund activity will be liable 
for claims or judgments against the club or its members. 

 
ARTICLE XII 

FUND RAISING ACTIVITIES 
SECTION 1.  Fund raising activities conducted by the club on Randolph Air Force Base will 

be coordinated with the 12 MWRS Commander and must be approved by the 
installation commander. 

 
ARTICLE XIII 

AMENDMENTS 
SECTION 1.  Amendments may be proposed by any member at any regular club meeting. 
 
SECTION 2.  The Secretary will notify all members about the proposed amendment. 
 
SECTION 3. At the next regular meeting a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of all members 

present will be required to adopt the amendment. 
 
SECTION 4. Amendments are subject to approval of the Randolph Air Force Base 

Commander. 
 

ARTICLE XIV 
ADOPTION 

SECTION 1. A two-thirds vote of the Tri-City Flyers present is required to adopt this 
constitution. 

 
SECTION 2. This constitution must be approved by the Randolph Air Force Base

New Member Orientation 
 

Flying on either site requires the pilot to have a current AMA card, at least one active TriCity member 
present and a minimum of 2 people so as to provide a spotter for observation of full scale aircraft in the area.  In 
every instance, full size aircraft have the right of way!  You must crash your model to avoid endangering the man 
carrying aircraft. 
 

General Rules for Both fields: 
 
 The AMA Safety code will be observed at all times.  If you are unsure of the provisions therein, go to the 
AMA web site www.modelaircraft.org and review it in its entirety.  If you do not have a computer, ask a club 
officer for a copy and it will be provided to you.  Ignorance of the rules is no excuse for failing to comply. 
 
 If a sanctioned event is being flown on the field, you may not fly on the field unless you are participating in 
the event.  EG when a Free flight (FF) event is being conducted at the Randolph Auxiliary site in Seguin, no RC 
flying of any kind is authorized at the site.  Conversely if an RC event is ongoing, no FF or Control Line (CL) 
flying will be conducted on the site.  (Exceptions will be discussed at club meetings.)  
 
 RC runways are for taxi, takeoff and landing.  The rest of the flight will be conducted on the far side of the 
runway away from the pits and pilot stations. 
 
 Transmitters will be impounded upon arrival at the flying site.  Do not turn on your transmitter without 
properly reserving the frequency.  Current procedure is to obtain the clip with your channel and display it on the 
transmitter.  New procedures are planned, so stay tuned for a change in ops.  If you do not understand impound or 
frequency reservation, do not operate your radio!  Continue to ask questions until you understand.  If you cause a 
crash and are not following procedures, you are liable for any damages.  Conversely, if you are flying without 
following procedures and your airplane is crashed by someone following approved procedures, they owe you 
nothing. 
 
 No engines will be started or run up in the pits (or under the shelter at Kingsbury).  A safe start and run up 
area will be designated and all engine work will be done from there.  If an engine requires break in or extensive 
trouble shooting/tuning, go a good distance away from the pits so as not to distract with noise or cover the other 
airplanes with your prop wash debris.  Turn the airplane so the propeller is facing away from everyone.  Remain 
with engine at all times that it is running.  Never allow an engine to turn at full RPM while facing the pits or 
parking area.   
  
 Never taxi from or into the pits. 
 
 All engines over .15 cubic inches are required to have a muffler. 
 
 Pilots should announce to all present when they are going to test fly a new airplane so everyone will be 
aware that an untested and possibly out of trim airplane is about to fly.  (They want to watch you sweat!)  
Instructors will also announce the 1st solo flight of a new pilot.  It should be conducted with no other aircraft in the 
air.  It is okay to applaud, congratulate and shake hands after the flight. 
 
 If you are flying and a new or student pilot is in the air at the same time, give the newbie consideration.  
They need to learn to fly with and around other airplanes but you have better/more positive control of your airplane 
and you are responsible to avoid occupying the same airspace.  If on the other hand 2 experienced pilots are flying 
and they mid-air, no one is at fault since each had the option to stay down while the other flew.  
  
 We do not have Air Traffic Controllers: You must clear taxi and flight operations with the other pilots.  
Announce low passes, landings and aerobatics to all personnel on the flight line. When 2 or more aircraft are 



flying, the pattern established by the first pilot will be followed.   Announce your intention to cross the runway for 
retrieval to all pilots! 
 
 Drinking and flying is prohibited by the AMA Safety Code!  It will void any personal or AMA insurance 
that you have.  It will not be tolerated.  Do not test this issue! 
 
 Clean up the area when you leave.  That might even include picking up someone else’s trash.  We use these 
facilities due to the good will of our land owners and it is good policy for us to help them keep the place clean even 
if we didn’t mess it up.   
 
 Read the Club Flying Site rules for more information and put key phone numbers on your club/AMA card 
for future use.  Know how to get emergency medical help to the field! 
 
 Randolph Auxiliary is an active Air Force runway.  We may not use it when it is in use by the AF.  Make 
sure you understand how to enter and exit and how to open and close the field to Model Aircraft use.   
 
 If you have any problems that might be reported to local authorities or to the AF or Mr. Roger Freeman, 
you must contact one of the club officers to make them aware of the situation.  Bad news does not get better with 
age.   
 
 If you have any questions or need clarification of anything, do not hesitate to ask your sponsor, one of the 
club officers or call 2nd Chance Hobbies. 
 

This club has about 170 members and 166 of us are great guys.  (You 4 know who you are!)  Please help 
increase our great 166 as you join us at the field.  This hobby is a great way to have fun and meet good people.  We 
are glad you have joined us and look forward to many years of happy flying together.  This club can only be as 
good as its members make it.  Please support club activities and help in club projects.  It will make the work easier 
on all and improve the operation of our fine organization!
